This manual describes the VCA431 and the VCA631. The VCA431 is a monaural (single sound source) system,
while the VCAB31 is a stereo system. Otherwise, the two models are exactly the same. In this manual, the
VCAGB31 is illustrated. (The VCA431 has single AUDIO IN/OUT jacks. Otherwise, the VCA431 looks exactly
like the VCAG31.)
