When using your telephone equipment, always follow
basic safety precautions to reduce the risk of fire, electric
shock, and injury to persons, including the following:

7. If this product uses batteries as power back-up during
power outages, replace batteries only as described in
this owner’s manual. Do not burn or puncture used
batteries — they contain caustic chemicals.

8. Unplug this product from the wall outlet and refer
servicing fo qualified service personnel under the fol-
lowing conditions:

A. When the power supply cord or plug is damaged
or frayed.
B. If liquid has been spilled on the product.

C. If the product has been exposed to rain or water.
D. If the product does not operate normally by follow-
ing the operating instructions.

I Installing the Backup Batteries

If there is a power outage, the
Dialogue XL-50 will operate for up to
48 hours with four AA alkaline back-
up batteries (not included). If the
phone is not in use, the batteries will
stay charged for several months.

To install new batteries:

1. Slide open the battery compart-
ment cover on the bottom of the
telephone (Figure 3).

2. Install four fresh batteries. Be
sure to observe battery polarity
as imprinted on the base of the
compartment. The battery indi-
cator on the top panel will light
up if the batteries are running low.

The phone operates as a regular
phone if there is no power or battery.

I Connecting for Desk or Wall Mount

I Incoming Voice Volume

You can adjust the volume of incom-
ing calls by simply sliding the VOL
control. This gives you up to 18 dB.
If you want more amplification, follow
the directions below.

If you do not have voice mail service,
the same indicator functions as a
missed call indicator. It flashes if an
incoming call is not answered by a
person or an answering machine
after 1 ring, provided that you set the
switch underneath the phone on
Missed Calls.
