D. Use counterweight(s) or wheel weights
when suggested in owner’s manual.

Watch out for traffic when crossing or near
roadways.

When using any attachments never direct dis-
charge of material toward bystanders nor
allow anyone near vehicle while in operation.

(3) Shut the engine off and wait until the
blade comes to a complete stop before
removing the grass catcher.

(4) Check blade mounting bolts for proper
tightness at frequent intervals.

Check grass catcher bags frequently for wear

or deterioration. For safety protection replace

only with new bag meeting original equip-
ment specifications.

Lift the front of the cutting deck and push
back, also making sure that the front
deck hanger slots go over front carriage
bar.

Step 8. Pull the release pins and lock in place on
both sides.

SETTING THE CUTTING
HEIGHT

The deck adjuster is located on the left side of the
tractor and is used in conjunction with the
mowing deck roilers. To operate the deck
adjuster, depress the thumb button and move the
deck adjuster forward to lower the cutting height
and move it towards the rear to raise the-cutting
height. See figure 1.

The deck rollers on the mowing deck must be
adjusted so the deck is paraliel to the ground. To
move the deck rollers up or down, first raise the
deck with hydraulic lift lever, then remove the
clevis pins and hair pins located at each end of
rollers. To raise the deck lower the rollers, to
lower the deck raise the rollers.

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LUBRICATION

Right Angle Drive. Check the grease level after
every 25 hours of operation. The gear box contains
4 oz. of E.P.G. Lithium grease.

Carriage. Lubricate the pivot points where the
arms either slide or pivot after every 25 hours of
operation. Use a multi-purpose automotive type
grease.

Sealed Spindles. No grease fittings. (Ref. No. 45)
These spindles have factory sealed bearings and
‘require no lubrication.

SHARPEN BLADES

Remove the center bolt (38) and lockwasher (39)
and pull the blade and blade adapter from the
blade spindle. If the blade adapter does not come
off easily, remove the two outside bolts (40) from
the blade adapter.

When grinding or filing the blades to sharpen
them, remove equal amounts of metal from both
edges to keep the blade in balance. The blade can
be tested for balance by balancing it on a
screwdriver held in a vise. Remove metal from the
heavy side until it balances directly over the center
hole in the blade. When replacing the blade, be
sure that the air-foil is turned up.

Tighten bolts and nuts securely.

BELT REPLACEMENT

1. Remove the mowing deck cover (Ref. No. 1).

2. Remove the spring (Ref. No. 63) from the
idler. There should be enough slack on the
belt to remove it. ’
