USB Driver Installation (Windows 98 SE Only)

If you are using Windows 98 SE, you must install the USB driver

and update utility.

3.Find and double-click "Win98Driver.exe" to start the
installation process.

Transferring Files

To transfer files between your player and a computer:

If your playeris accidentally disconnected
while itis transferring files and does not work properly,
remove and replace the battery, and then turn your
playeron again.
