Descriptions of video settings

The contrast setting controls the relation between the light and black areas of the screen. If the
light areas are too bright and are losing details, press the €V OL button; if the pictureis gray
and lacks contrast, pressthe VOL p button.

The brightness settings controls the overall amount of light in the picture. If the pictureistoo
bright, pressthe 4VOL button; if the picture istoo dark, pressthe VOL p button.

Sharpness controls how the TV displays edges of objects on-screen. If the TV shows multiple
vertical lines at the edges of an object, pressthe €4 VOL button; if the vertical edges of
on-screen objects are fuzzy, pressthe VOL p button.

The color setting controls the intensity of color. If the color is over-saturated, pressthe €4 VOL
button; if the color iswashed out, pressthe VOL p button.

The tint setting controls the relationship of red and green in apicture. Tint is especialy notice-
ablein flesh tones. If flesh tones seem too red or purple, pressthe €4VOL button; if flesh tones
aretoo green, pressthe VOL p button.

Operating Your VCR

Y our TV/VCR Combination has built-in VCR playback and recording capabilities, offering
the ultimate in VCR convenience. This chapter explains the basic of using the VCR features
of your unit.

Video Cassette Tapes

Your VCR uses VHS tapes. Only use V "S

tapes that have the official VHS mark:

Tape length/tape speed

VHS tapes come in different lengths, which, along with the tape speed, determine how much
program time you can put on one tape. The following chart shows the maximum recording/
playback time for each type of tape and each tape speed.

Protecting your tapes

Y ou can protect your tapes by removing the erasure prevention tab on the back of the tape.
When thistab is removed, VCR cannot record over it. To once again be able to record on a
tape with its tab removed, smply place a piece of tape over the space left by the removed tab.

Inserting a Tape

Toinsert atapeinto your TV/VCR Combination, hold it
so that the windows on the tape face up, and the label of
the tape faces away from the TV/VCR Combination.
Gently place the tape in the cassette compartment and
push it in dowly. Onceit isin the compartment part-way,
the TV/VCR Combination will pull the tape the rest of the
way.

Y ou can insert atape into your TV/VCR Combination even when it isturned off. If the tape
has its erasure prevention tab removed, the TV/VCR Combination will turn on and begin
playing the tape.

Ejecting a tape

To remove atape from the compartment, press the STOP/EJECT button on the front panel or

on the remote control. The TV/VCR Combination will gect the tape part-way. Grasp the cas-
sette and remove the tape from the TV/VCR Combination.

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Playing a Tape

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Tracking

“Tracking” isaterm that describes how the TV/VCR Combination “locks on” to the signal
recorded on the tape. If the TV/VCR Combination is not tracking correctly, the picture during
playback will be jumpy and distorted.

Y our TV/VCR Combination is equipped with a sophisticated automatic tracking feature that
can perfectly track atape’s signa without adjustment from the user.

On some rare occasions, though, manual tracking may be required. To manually track atape:

1. Begin playing back atape.

2. Pressand hold down the CH buttons on the remote control, one at atime. Adjust the track-
ing using these buttons until the pictureisno longer distorted.

Basic Recording

Your TV/VCR Combination makes it easy to record a program you are watching. To do this:

1. Place the tape on which you want to record in the cassette compartment. Fast forward or
rewind to the point where you want to begin recording.

2. Tuneto the channel you want to record.

3. Pressthe SPEED button repeatedly to select the tape speed at which you want to record :
SPor EP

4. Pressthe REC/OTR button once. The tape will start recording the channel you are watch-
ing, and also add an index mark. The REC light on the front panel will light on red during
recording.

If the tape has its erasure prevention tab removed, the tape will gject when your press
REC/OTR button.

5. Press STOP/EJECT to stop recording.

One Touch Recording (OTR)

One Touch Recording allows you to begin recording a channel, and also set how long how

wish to record. The TV/VCR Combination will automatically stop recording after the time

you set has elapsed. Touse OTR:

1. Follow steps 1-3in “Basic Recording,” on the previous page, to begin recording.

2. Repeatedly pressthe REC/OTR button. Each time you press the REC/OTR button, 30
minutes is added to the OTR time, up to 4 hours.

3. When you have reached the length of time that you want the TV to record, stop pressing
the OTR button. The TV/VCR Combination will count down the time you set. When the
timer reaches 00:00, recording will stop.

4. You can stop recording at any time by pressing STOP button.

Captioning

Many TV shows contain “closed captions’. These captions are hidden words that can be dis-
played on your TV/VCR Combination screen. There are two types of these words : “captions’
usually follow the action on-screen, providing awritten version of the dialogue, narration, and
sound effects; “text” isnot usualy related to the action on-screen, often providing information
such as news or weather. A TV program might be providing more than one set of captions or
one &t of text.

To set your TV/VCR Combination to display captions or text:

1. With the TV/VCR Combination turned on, press the MENU button until “ Specid” menu is
displayed.
