Connect the VGA cable [not
included) from your LCD monitor
to the VGA port on the rear panel
of the Touch DVR.

OR

Connect one end of the Ethernet
cable (not included) (for remote
monitoring) to one of the router’s
(not included) LAN ports and the
other end to the DVR’s Network
Port.

Powering ON the Touch DVR

Connect the power cable to the
DC port on the rear panel of the
DVR. Touch the POWER button
on the front panel OR press the
POWER button on the remote
control. At startup, the system
performs a basic system check
and runs an initial loading
sequence. After a few moments,
the system loads a live display
view.
